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LANGUAGE ARTS SKILLS:

Parts of Speech

Students will identify nouns, pronouns, verbs, and adjectives. Parts
of speech are introduced in isolated lists in the beginning of the
book. Gradually, students will identify the parts of speech within a
sentence.

Language Usage and Mechanics

(Capitalization/Punctuation/Grammar Usage)

Students will capitalize the beginning of a sentence. Students will
also capitalize proper nouns. Students will use correct subject-
verb agreement in sentences.

Types of Sentences

A simple sentence contains one independent clause and expresses
one complete thought. A compound sentence contains two
independent clauses and expresses two complete thoughts.
Students will identify simple and compound sentences.

Kinds of Sentences

A declarative sentence makes a statement. An interrogative
sentence asks a question. Students will identify these two kinds of
sentences.

Subjects and Predicates

A complete subject is the telling part of the sentence. A complete
predicate is the action part of the sentence. Students will identify
the subject and predicate of a sentence.

Students will read a passage and use clues in the passage to answer an
inference question. The answer to an inference question is not directly
stated in the passage. Information is provided in the passage to help
the student infer the answer to the question.

Fact and Opinion

Students will identify fact and opinion statements from the text.
Factual statements are statements that can be proven true. Opinion
statements are statements that cannot be proven and give someone’s
opinion.

Cause and Effect
Students will identify cause and effect. The cause is why something
happened and the effect is what happened as a result of the cause.

Context Clues
Students will use the words surrounding a new vocabulary word in
order o determine the meaning of the vocabulary word.

Sequence of Events
Students will read a passage. Students will be given a series of events
to place in chronological order.

Synonyms and Antonyms
Synonyms are words that have the same meaning as another word.
Antonyms are words that have the opposite meaning as another word.
